Free pending trial: Two people who entered the U.S. Capitol last week with what appeared to be mock bombs strapped to their bodies with duct tape were freed yesterday pending trial. 

Ilelabayo D. Olaniyi, 32, and Reena Patel, 22, both of Saline, Mich., were freed without posting bond. U.S. Magistrate Judge John M. Facciola released them after ruling that the government had probable cause to charge them with an explosives-related charge, although the objects they carried turned out to be harmless. The two have told authorities they were putting on a theatrical show. 

Fraud plea: A former clerk at the D.C. Department of Motor Vehicles pleaded guilty yesterday to taking part in a scheme to sell more than 900 fraudulent driver's licenses to immigrants mostly from the Middle East, South Asia and Russia. 

Gwendolynn Dean, 48, of Washington pleaded guilty in U.S. District Court in Manhattan to two counts of identification document fraud. Each count carries a maximum penalty of 15 years in prison and a $250,000 fine. Sentencing is set for June 13. 

In January, a federal grand jury indictment in New York charged that two New York men drove immigrants -- many of them illegal -- to the DMV, where Dean processed the fraudulent applications.

* A 16-year-old youth from Lanham, wounded in a shooting at 60th and Eads streets NE on March 1, died Wednesday of his injuries, D.C. police said. He was identified as Thomas Peyton of the 8000 block of Dellwood Court. 

* A 43-year-old man from Adamstown was found fatally shot late Saturday in the 400 block of Condon Terrace SE. Raven Carroll, who D.C. police said lived in the 2900 block of Flynt Hill Road in the Frederick  County community, was found about 10:10 p.m. with a gunshot wound to his head. 

VIRGINIA 

Guilty plea in rapes: A 38-year-old Woodbridge man who founded an online satanic worship group pleaded guilty to four counts of rape of a child yesterday in Prince William County Circuit Court. 

Prosecutors said Russell J. Smith raped the child at least four times beginning when she was 10 years old. Several times the sex acts were part of satanic rituals in his home. 

Smith, a former Prince William corrections officer, was arrested in September after a month-long nationwide manhunt tracked him to Oregon. Smith had fled the county before the charges were filed. Smith faces up to four life terms in prison, and he is to be sentenced June 19. 
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
